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Courses...

B STANDARD COURSE

Available all year for elementary to advanced students

20 lessons per week (15 hours)

The objective of the Standard Course is to improve a student’s general
level of English ability: listening, speaking, reading, writing, grammar,
vocabularly and pronunciation using a communicative approach.

This is a popular course for students who wish to combine morning classes
with free time in the afternoons for personal study or excursions. This course
is particularly recommended during the summer period when students
may want more free time to explore the region. Students on long-stay
standard courses are given regular tutorials to chart their progress.

B INTENSIVE COURSE

Available all year for elementary to advanced students

32 lessons per week (24 hours)

This is the ideal course for those wishing to make rapid improvements in all
aspects of English. Whilst the morning programme is designed to improve
a student’s overall language peformanace, the afternoon programme
develops students’ English skills for work, social and travel situations, by
introducing the language necessary for the needs of busy, working adults.

We recommend the Intensive Course for adult wishing to make rapid
progress, or for students booking short courses. It is ideal for students
who are learning English to help them with their job or future career.

B IELTS PREPARATION COURSE

Spring course: starts in April for exam at start of June.

Autumn course: starts in October for exam at start of December.
12 lessons per week (plus Standard Course) for 8 weeks (course
finishes on Friday before exam).

Taken in combination with a Standard Course in the mornings, the IELTS
preparation course focuses on all aspects of the academic examination
in order to maximise students’ potential.

The IELTS (International English Language Testing System) is the required
examination for entrance into UK, Australian and New Zealand institutes of
higher education, and is increasingly becoming one of the mostimportant
English exams for adult learners to take. We are happy to offer advice and
support to students wishing to apply for UK University Entrance.

B INTENSIVE IELTS PREPARATION COURSE
Summer course: starts at end of July for exam mid August.

32 lessons per week for 3 weeks.

This course is designed primarily for students who wish to go to
university in September. It covers all aspects of the exam but in a much
more intensive way. There will be a lot of homework.

B COMBINATION COURSE

Available all year for elementary to advanced students

You may choose between
4,8 and12 lessons (45 minutes) per week.
