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Courses...

B STANDARD COURSE

Available all year

20 lessons per week (15 hours)

A popular course for students who wish to combine morning
classes with free time in the afternoons for personal study or
excursions. This course is particularly recommended during the
summer period when students may want more free time to
explore the region. Students on long-stay standard courses will
be given regular tutorials when they will be given guidance on
constructive ways to use our self-study centre to improve their
English.

We offer classes at five levels, from elementary through to
advanced, throughout the year.

B INTENSIVE COURSE

Available all year

32 lessons per week (24 hours)

This is the ideal course for those who wish to make rapid
improvements in all aspects of general English. Whilst the
morning programme is designed to improve a student’s overall
language peformanace at an appropriate level, the afternoon
programme develops students’ English skills for work, social and
travel situations, by introducing the language necessary for the
needs of busy, working adults.

Students work together to apply the language they already know,
combined with new language and vocabulary to develop
communication skills for work and social situations.

We recommend this intensive English course for adult wishing to
make rapid progress, or for students booking short courses. It will
be especially useful to students who are learning English to help
them with their job or for a future career.

B |ELTS COURSE

20 lessons per week for 8 weeks (course finishes on Friday before exam)
The IELTS (International English Language Testing System) is the
required examination for entrance into UK, Australian and New
Zealand institutes of higher education.

MLC offers an 8-week training course which focuses on all aspects
of the academic examination. However, students wishing to join
the course for 5,6 or 7 weeks prior to taking the examination may
do so.We are happy to offer advice to students on applying for UK
University Entrance and have good links with Canterbury’s
Universities. Students may use our self-study facilities to work on
IELTS practice programs during the afternoons. A minimum of
strong intermediate level is recommended before starting this
course.

B STANDARD AND INDIVIDUAL COURSE

Available all year

This option combines the benefits of a morning Standard Course
international class at your level, with inividual classes in the
afternoon to meet your specific business, academic or general
English language needs. You may choose between 4 and 12
lessons (45 mintues) per week.

B PERSONAL ENGLISH COURSE

Available all year

We also offer a completely individual language course, which can
be combined with a stay in one of our self-catering apartments
next to the school. This option provides you with your personal
teaching team who will design the course programme around
your specific language requirements. You can choose from 20, 30
or 40 lessons per week. Naturally you are still entitled to benefit
from all of the school’s facilities and join in with the social life of
the school on this course.

Students can take the TOEIC test at the school without the
inconvenience of traveling to a test centre in another city. We also
include a 1.5 hour preparatory session, as well as support
materials and CD-ROMs. You can add a TOEIC test to any course.
